· Golden Lion.  Cllr. Gough to call Northallerton for advice regarding a new application for placing an Asset of Community Value on this property.  A letter was sent to our MP Kevin Hollinrake last week.  Council feel that support from the community will be imperative if our community wishes to have this amenity available again, because the PC will not be able to run this project.  Therefore a strong and willing community group will need to be formed.
· Feedback from Cllr. Houlston on webinar about Digital and Data Compliance.  Cllr. Houlston was unable to attend and cancelled her place.
· Feedback from Cllr. Hagger on the webinar about Assertion 10 Compliance on 28th October.  Cllr. Hagger gave an excellent and thorough talk about how we can legally create a compliant email system and website for the Parish Council without incurring the large costs that are being suggested in current guidance.  This can be implemented fairly quickly so that the PC will be fully compliant by Spring.  Cllr. Hagger will email our IT policy to Clerk.

6. Agenda items.
· Adoption of an expenses policy, as advised by YLCA.  We need to adopt an expenses policy that is relevant to our Parish Council.  This will include items such as mileage used on PC business, repairs and materials for PC owned items, projects materials and expenses, upkeep of village planters, labour costs .
· Repair of notice board, labour cost to be agreed once our expenses policy has been adopted.
· Copytrack – the issue of an image used on the PC website.  This issue has been resolved with our web supplier.
· Invitation to New Year celebrations in Kirby Misperton.  Clerk to request a copy of their poster for both village noticeboards.
· Precept.  The new Precept has been set at £886.
· Election expenses, for which the PC will now be liable under the new NYC, will be set within the precept, 50% this year and 50% next year, to spread the cost.
